NOTICE 0F RACE 
 
 
The Royal Sydney Yacht Squadron invites teams to enter the RSYS Intra-club Teams Racing Day 
on 16 September 2007. 
 
1. LOCATION 

The Championship will be sailed on the waters of Port Jackson (Sydney Harbour), New 
South Wales, Australia. 

 
2. ORGANISING AUTHORITY 

The Organising Authority is the Royal Sydney Yacht Squadron. 
 
3. RULES 
3.1 All races shall be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing for 2005-

2008 (RRS) of the International Sailing Federation (ISAF) as amended 
 
If there is conflict between rules or regulations, other than RRS, the Sailing 
Instructions will prevail. 

 
3.2 The Championship will be umpired as per RRS Appendix D 2.2 
 
4. ELIGIBILITY 
4.1 The Regatta is open to one team from the Youth, Intermediate, and General Members’ 

category.  Each category may enter one team, which shall consist of a team of 9/10 sailors 
(nine to sail in three boat teams). 

 
4.2 All competitors accepted as entries to the Regatta must be a member of the Royal Sydney 

Yacht Squadron and Yachting NSW. 
 
4.3 All competitors must wear team colours as provided by the Race Committee at the Regatta 

Briefing  
 
5. RESPONSIBILITIES 
5.1 Risk Warning - The Organising Authority advises owners, skippers and anyone who 

participates in yachting events conducted by the Organising Authority that participation in 
the sport of yachting, whether racing or otherwise, can be dangerous and can result in 
harm, personal injury and property damage.  The Organising Authority is not responsible 
for any harm or injury suffered by any person in any yachting event conducted by the 
Organising Authority of whatever nature.  All participants acknowledge that competing in 
yachting events may be dangerous and may result in harm or personal injury and 
participate in such events aware of such dangers and voluntarily accept any risk of harm. 
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5.2 Competitors Declaration - It is the responsibility of owners and skippers to ensure that 

each boat nominated on the entry form complies with the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing 
Rules of Sailing 2005-2008 (RRS). 

 
 

All competitors who sign the entry form in doing so have made a declaration to the 
Organising Authority that the nominated boat will at all times while racing comply with the 
requirements of Yachting Australia and the Sailing Instructions, including: 

 
(a) RRS 46 and the responsibility of the person in charge of the boat to ensure that the 

crew complies with RRS 46; 
 

(b) the Yachting Australia Special Regulations; 
 

(c) adequate current Third Party Property Liability Insurance and Third Party Personal 
Liability cover of not less then $10,000,000 (ten million dollars) for any one incident. 
All insurance shall be maintained during the period of racing. 

 
(d) the person who signs and lodges the entry form with the Organising Authority 

warranting to the Organising Authority that he or she will draw the attention of any 
person who competes on the yacht the subject of the entry form in any event 
conducted by the Organising Authority of the risk warning above; 

 
(e) the person who signs and lodges this entry form with the Organising Authority 

acknowledging receipt of the risk warning above and releasing the Organising 
Authority from any claim or liability whatsoever for any harm or personal injury 
suffered by him, or by any person claiming through him, in any event conducted by 
the Organising Authority; 

 
5.3 Responsibilities 

(a) All those taking part in these races do so at their own risk and responsibility. 
Specific attention is drawn to RRS 4 which states; "The responsibility for a boat's 
decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone". The RSYS, 
sponsors, any Class Association, the Race Committee and other race officials are 
not responsible for any damage or injury either afloat or ashore. 

 
(b) The RSYS, sponsors, any Class Association, the Race Committee and other race 

officials are not responsible for the seaworthiness of a boat whose entry is 
accepted or the sufficiency or adequacy of its equipment. 

 
(c) All those taking part in these races are reminded of their obligations as set out in 

the Yachting Australia Special Regulations clause 1.02 Owner's Responsibility. 
 
6. ENTRIES 
 Entries shall be accepted by completing the Entry form attached and returned to the 

Sailing Office no later than 1400 hours Friday 14 September 2007. 
 

7. DAMAGE DEPOSIT 
Each helmsperson is liable for any damage to the boat or any part of her equipment, up to 
the value of $1000.00, this being the cost of the repair or the insurance excess. 

 

8. REGISTRATION 
Intermediates and General Members to meet at 1000 to participate in Sail Past, assemble 
on the Hardstand adjacent to the Elliotts. 
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9. BOATS 
9.1 Six Elliot 6 meter yachts will be provided by RSYS. 
 
9.2 Boats will be drawn before the start of the Regatta and allocated to each team in 

accordance with that draw, which ensures a rotation of boats between teams. 
 
9.3 Competitors shall not modify the boats allocated to them or cause them to be modified in 

any way, except that: 
 

a) Wind indicators, including yarn or thread, may be tied or taped anywhere on the boat; 
 

b) Hulls, keels and rudders may be cleaned only with water; 
 

c) Adhesive tape may be used anywhere above the waterline; and 
 

d) All fittings or equipment designed to be adjusted may be adjusted, except that the 
standing rigging shall not be adjusted.  

 
9.4 All equipment provided with the boats for sailing purposes shall be carried whilst afloat. It 

is not permitted to add to, remove or replace any part of the boat’s gear or running rigging, 
except as authorised by the Race Committee prior to the addition, removal or replacement. 

 
9.5 No tools other than tape and shackle keys may be carried aboard. 
 
9.6 The penalty for infringement of the above Instructions will be disqualification from any race 

sailed in contravention of the Instructions, by the Protest Committee. 
 
9.7 Competitors shall report all damage or loss of equipment, however slight, to the Change-

over Master immediately upon return to the change over vessel by flying a Green Flag. 
The penalty for infringement of this Instruction, unless the Protest Committee is satisfied 
that the competitor made a determined effort to comply, shall be disqualification from the 
race in which the damaged or loss occurred. 

 
9.8 Damage or deliberate maladjustment to equipment or boats will make the team 

responsible liable to disqualification from the Regatta by the Protest Committee, and ALSO 
RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY COSTS INCURRED TO REPAIR THE BOATS OR 
EQUIPMENT, this being adjudicated by the umpires at the Regatta. 

 
10. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

Sailing Instructions and other relevant information will be available at registration. 
 
11. SCHEDULE OF EVENTS 

The schedule of racing is as follows: 
 
1000  Registration & Intermediates and General teams to rig boats.  
1030     Briefing 

   1130     Assemble to join the parade of sail  
            1200     Parade of Sail (Intermediates and General teams) 

1220 Youth team return to shore and change to Elliott’s  
 1230     Round Robin commences 

            1400     Final Commence 
            1500     Presentation  

   
 

12. THE COURSE 
 The course will be as described in the Sailing Instructions. 
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13. FORMAT 
13.1 Each team will sail one round robin.  It is intended that each team will sail against each 

other once.   
 
13.2 The two teams with the greatest number of wins shall sail off in the finals, determined by 

the round robin. 
 
13.3 The Race Committee reserves the right to alter the format at any time to achieve a result 

for the Championship in the time allowed. 
 
13.4 One completed round shall be required to constitute a series. 
 
14. PREPARATION 
14.1 All team members are expected to assist in moving yachts to and from the storage area 

and assist in other matters involved with the Regatta management as directed by the Race 
Committee. 

 
14.2 Teams scheduled to race in the first race for each day will be responsible for rigging boats 

and sailing them to the course area. Other teams will be ferried to the change over vessel. 
 
14.3 Teams who sail the last race of the day are responsible for sailing the boats ashore and 

the unrigging of them as necessary. It would be appreciated if the other team members 
could assist the unrigging of the boats after the final race of the championship. 

 
14.4 Opportunity to practice on the day will be at the discretion of the Race Committee. 
 
15. SUPPORT / SPECTATOR CRAFT 
15.1 Team leaders, Coaches and other support personnel or their boats shall not approach closer 

than 100 meters to any boat racing from the Preparatory Signal until the last yacht in that 
flight has finished, without the approval of the Race Committee. 

 
15.2 The penalty for failing to comply may be the disqualification of all boats associated with the 

infringing team leader, coaches and other support personnel and/or their boats. 
 
16. BRIEFING 
16.1 The Race Officer will hold a briefing at 1030 hrs 16 September 2007. A draw for boats will 

follow immediately after the briefing as well as distribution of team colours. 
 
16.2 All Skippers are required to attend the briefing.  
 
17. PRIZES 
 The Alfred G Milson Anniversary trophy will be awarded for the Team that wins the regatta. 

 

18 COMMERCIAL SHIPPING 
18.1 Waterways Authority Regulations specify that boats shall not interfere with the commercial 

shipping of the Port.  "Priority over sail - some Commercial Ferries on Sydney Harbour 
display an orange diamond shape which grants priority of way over sailing vessels. Do not 
attempt to cross the path of an approaching ferry displaying this signal". 

 
18.2 Boats found to have interfered with the Commercial Shipping may be subject to action by 

the Race Committee in accordance with RRS 60.2.
